Specifically,  t he 
part nership gives ACUPCC signat ories access t o funding m echanism s, technical assist ance, 
and discount s on product s associat ed wit h energy eff iciency  ret rof it s for exist ing buildings.  
  
On Novem ber 7t h at  t he GreenBuild Expo in Chicago, form er President  Bill Clinton 
off icially  announced t he part nership.  Eleven ACUPCC signat ories also announced t he 
launch of pilot  project s w it h t he CCI  t hat  w ill serve as m odels for ot her colleges and 
universit ies.   We t hank all of you who have helped t o date w it h t his project , and were 
pleased w it h t he press t hat  t he init iat ive and m any of t he signat or ies received as a result  
of t he announcem ent .
