STARS (Sustainabili ty Tracking, Assessm ent  and Rat ing System ) . The release of STARS version 0.5 
opens a public com m ent per iod that  will last  unt il May 9, 2008. STARS is designed to:  help gauge the 
progress of colleges and universit ies toward sustainabili ty in all sectors, from  governance and operat ions 
to academ ics and com m unity engagem ent;  enable m eaningful com par isons across inst itut ions as well as 
benchm arking within inst itu t ions;  create incent ives for  cont inual im provem ent  toward sustainabilit y;  
facilit ate inform at ion shar ing about  sustainability pract ices and perform ance in higher educat ion;  and 
build a st ronger, m ore diverse cam pus sustainabilit y com m unity. Over 90 colleges and universit ies are 
pilot  test ing STARS.

The U.S. Senate passed an extension of the renewable-energy product ion tax credit  Thursday (4/ 10)  
as part  of a bill intended to address the ailing U.S. housing m arket . The renewable-energy credit  



provides a per-kilowat t -hour incent ive for  the first  10 years a renewable- energy project  is in 
operat ion - -  a credit  considered to be a vital dr iver  of clean-energy expansion. The credit  is worth an 
est im ated $6 billion and will be ex tended for  another year, through 2009, if the legislat ion m akes it  
past  the House of Representat ives and President  Bush. Hom eowners and businesses will also be able 
to offset  up to 30 percent  of the cost  of solar  and fuel- cell equipm ent  under the bill, and 
hom eowners who install eff icient  insulat ion, furnaces, and windows will get  addit ional credits. " I t  
would be diff icult  for  taxpayers to find an investm ent  that  offers a bet ter  return,"  said Melinda Pierce 
of the Sierra Club. "This package of incent ives will pay us environm ental and econom ic dividends for  
years to com e."
